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MODULE 5: Literature Search, Citing Sources and the Bibliography
Avoiding Plagiarism
To plagiarize means using someone else's words or ideas and claiming them as your own, either intentionally or unintentionally. This is a form of scholastic dishonesty and may result in being brought before the USP disciplinary committee.
Actions that might be seen as plagiarism 
· Using the source too closely when paraphrasing 
· Building on someone’s ideas without attribution or citation 
· Copying from another source whether it be a book, journal or web site (on purpose or by accident) 
Citing Your Sources 
Fortunately, plagiarism is easy to avoid. Identify your sources with a citation, each time you either directly quote an outside source or restate it in your own words (paraphrasing). 

To do this, you can use footnotes at the bottom of each page, endnotes at the end of your paper, or the author-date system (citing author and year in the text and listing all sources in an appended bibliography). Different style manuals recommend different citation formats. Lecturers may require different citation styles for papers, assignments and other written work. Use a citation format from a style manual appropriate to your subject. 

Style manuals illustrating some of the most common citation formats are available in the Reference Section of the USP Library. The library handout BIBLIOGRAPHIC CITATION STYLES: CITING YOUR SOURCES lists the most common style manuals and their call numbers. 

A citation can serve a number of purposes: 

􀂃It shows academic honesty to credit those whose work you have used and is required in academic research to avoid PLAGIARISM 

􀂃It is required in publishing to avoid infringement of COPYRIGHT 
􀂃It allows Your Readers to retrace your steps easily & check your sources personally 

Don't be afraid of using others' words or ideas. After all, most research builds on prior thought and investigation. Just remember to cite your sources, so you give credit where credit is due.
REMEMBER! Don't Steal Someone Else's Words or Ideas! 
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BIBLIOGRAPHIC CITATION STYLES: 
CITING YOUR SOURCES

As with all sources, you must indicate in footnotes and your bibliography where you got the information you have used in your papers, assignments and other written work. This includes information from the Internet. The library has a number of guides to help you with citing from book, journal and electronic sources.  There are also guides available on the Internet, some of which are listed below.
